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Installation and setup

A note to system administrators:

AMWIS can be run on a stand-alone PC, or on workstations as part of a LAN. For
network security reasons, you may prefer to do some or all of the installation yourself. In
particular, you should know that:

1) AMWIS creates some Windows(TM) Registry keys and .ini files for its own use. The
installation and first run of AMWIS should therefore be done by someone who has
rights to alter the Windows Registry on that machine (Administrator). If a user
without administrator privileges has already tried to install AMWIS, they will get an error
message (possibly 'Unable to set data directory') when they try to run the program. You
may need to delete the registry key called
HKEY_LOCAL_MACHINE\SOFTWARE\AMWIS before beginning the installation
process again.

2) After it has been run for the first time, normal use of AMWIS does not create any new
registry keys. It does, however update .ini files where it keeps track of fields vital for
operating the program.

3) AMWIS also uses the Windows Registry to keep track of licence issues. To update
the licence you must log on with full administrator privileges, just as for initial installation.
(Even though you can update the licence with a new licence number from within AMWIS
itself.)

4) Institutional users may wish to store all the AMWIS patient files in a central repository
(shared network drive) on a network server, for access from any workstation on the
network. The installation program will force the creation of the appropriate sub-
directories, but you may need to provide a suitable primary data folder on the server,
with appropriate read/write access for AMWIS users. The location of the data folder can
be changed at any time using the 'Options...' pad on the main menu.

5) AMWIS can automatically encrypt and send patient files via e-mail. The first time a
user tries to do this, they will be prompted to provide (among other details) the name of
the SMTP host their system uses for e-mail. These details can also be set at any time
using the 'Options...' pad on the main AMWIS menu. The e-mail details are not
necessary in order to receive patient files from a distant site by e-mail. They are needed
before the user can send encrypted patient files via e-mail.

IMPORTANT: if you are installing AMWIS on a computer attached to a network,
you may need the help of your network administrator. Please show the
following to your network/system administrator before beginning to install
AMWIS on a networked machine.

Quick-start Installation and setup:

1) Insert the AMWIS CD in the CD ROM drive. Alternatively you will be downloading
AMWIS for a server via a URL provided to you by Medseed or its support
organisation Digital Medical Systems Pty Ltd (refer contact details on page 2).

2) Run SETUP.EXE from the CD, and follow the instructions on screen. Alternately
click on the download URL provided by Medseed or Digital Medical Systems and
follow the instructions on screen. You will have to signal your agreement with the
licence conditions in order to install AMWIS Version 2.

3) You can install AMWIS anywhere on your hard disk, although the usual place is
in C:\Program Files. It is not recommended to install the AMWIS program itself
on a network server, although the data files may be stored on a server drive. See
the next section (“The first time you run AMWIS”) for details.

4) The installation program will automatically add AMWIS to the Windows® start
menu. Choose “Run the program now” when the installation is finished, or else
close the installer and run AMWIS from the Start menu.

5) The first time you run AMWIS you will have to activate it with your serial number.
You will also have to tell AMWIS where to store the patient data files you create.
See the next section (“The first time you run AMWIS”) for details.

You can also add a shortcut to AMWIS to the desktop later in the usual way: click on an
unoccupied space on the desktop with the right mouse button, choose “New”, then
“Shortcut”. When prompted for the command line, write C:\Program Files\AMWIS.EXE,
(or find AMWIS.EXE if you have installed it somewhere else by browsing). Follow the
rest of the instructions to complete the shortcut.
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The first time you run AMWIS:

The very first time you run AMWIS you must activate your copy using the licence code
supplied with your installation CD or given you by Medseed or Digital Medical Systems.
The main AMWIS window will appear, but before you can work with the patient files you
must insert the three five-digit licence code numbers and click on Continue. Before
starting check that your computer’s system date is correct. If you later re-set the system
date you may shorten or even inactivate your AMWIS licence. If this should happen
inadvertently, contact your AMWIS vendor for assistance.

The first time you run AMWIS you will also be asked to indicate where AMWIS should
store the patient files you create. You may store these files anywhere you wish, including
on a network server. If you will be using AMWIS on a single machine, it is strongly
recommended that you use the default setting of C:\Program Files\AMWIS\AMWIS data,
but this is not obligatory. If you will need access to the same patient files from multiple
network workstations, you should store the patient data in a folder somewhere on the
network. You may need the assistance of your network administrator to do this. (Show
them the “Note to system administrators” in the section on installation and setup.)
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You can change the location of the patient data files at any time by choosing “Options…”
on the main menu. An example of the need to change the data location would be where
you use a laptop computer attached to the network for day-to-day work, but then need to
take it to a field site to enter new patient data. See the section on “AMWIS Files” for
more details.
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Renewing your Licence

Each copy of AMWIS is licensed for a specific period of time. When you run AMWIS the
expiry date for that copy is displayed in the top line of the main AMWIS window. Once
the expiry date has passed that copy of AMWIS will no longer run, and you will have to
contact your AMWIS vendor for a new licence code.

You do not have to wait until the licence has expired before renewing it. Choose “Renew
licence” from the Help menu and insert your new licence code. The new expiry date will
be calculated from the end of the previous licence, not from the date you renew.
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Registry keys:

AMWIS creates ini files called “Datafolder.ini”, “Lastfile.ini” and “Stationid.ini”. These
store essential information about the location and naming of files. If these are altered or
deleted AMWIS will automatically create new ones. AMWIS will also associate the
extension “AMW” with its own decryption program.

For institutional users the system Administrator needs to give AMWIS permission to
change the values of these .ini files.

Some other registry keys created by AMWIS include:

These keys all need to be created during installation or on the first run of AMWIS, so
those steps should be done by someone with full administrator privileges.
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Section Two: USING AMWIS IN PATIENT CARE

Capturing a digital wound image

Most current digital still cameras with a minimum resolution of 640 X 480 pixels are
sufficient for AMWIS.

The process for photographing a wound is straightforward. A small disposable
calibration and orientation target is placed on the patient’s skin near the wound and
within the frame of the photograph. You must know the length of the calibration target
as AMWIS will need this dimension for the calibration process. A commonly used
approach is to print some arrows of exactly 10 mm in length on paper. The arrow is then
positioned adjacent to the wound and pointing towards the patient’s head. This approach
is helpful when comparing multiple images, as AMWIS will rotate the images so that they
are all viewed in the same orientation.

The camera should be positioned so that it is approximately 0.5 metre from and
perpendicular to the wound. A normal overhead examination light usually provides
adequate lighting but flash photography may be required in other settings such as a
patient’s home.
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It is recommended that you take a number of trial images with the digital camera prior to
using AMWIS because you will need to familiarise yourself with the characteristics of
your camera.

The size of the image file (i.e. the disk space it occupies) may be important in
determining the number of images you can store, and the speed at which AMWIS can
open and display each one. You should experiment with the different resolution settings
on your camera – in general the higher the resolution the better and these days the
processing speed of most computers is such that you will not need to set the camera to
its “Low” resolution setting when you take images for AMWIS.

Once you have taken the wound image save it as a JPEG or BMP format file to a
convenient subdirectory in your computer. (AMWIS can open BMP images, but
remember that JPEG files occupy less disk space on your hard disk so these are best.)
You will retrieve the image from this subdirectory when you use AMWIS.
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Entering a new patient’s data in AMWIS

Start the AMWIS program (either from the Start menu or by double clicking on the
AMWIS shortcut on the desktop). The main window will open and you will need to select
the “Current”, “In Tray” or “OutTray” tab if registering a patient for the first time.
Alternatively, you can create a new patient file by choosing File/Add new patient from the
main menu, or by using the shortcut Ctrl-N.

Each patient file requires three types of information: information specific to that patient
(name and address, medical history etc), information specific to one or more wounds
(category, type and location), and information about one or more snapshots of each
wound (the date it was taken, clinical features of the wound, the care currently being
given, and perhaps a consultant’s advice for future care).

Entering a new patient’s details

Click the “Add a new patient” button on the left of the window (or press Ctrl-N, or use the
“Add new patient option on the “File” menu) and a “New patient” window will open. Enter
all new patient details into the provided areas. Note that you must enter at least the
patient’s surname in order to save a file as Current.
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Once all patient personal details are entered click the “Next” button.

Entering a new patient’s referral details

Enter referral details into the provided areas. If you are using AMWIS as a stand-alone
system and are not referring patients or receiving referrals you do not need to fill in the
referral details. Note that you must enter at least the patient’s Unit Record (UR) number
in order to save a file. The UR number can comprise any combination of digits and/or
characters.
